The birth of economic sociology can be found in the writings of Karl Marx. Marx made it

his mission to combat the legacyin Germany of G.W.F. Hegel’s idealism. The tendency of
Hegelians to give causal primacy to idealist factors was replaced by the emphasis Marx

Social value of work and evolution of ist motivation in Russia..
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and Friedrich Engels placed on the material roots of social change. Marx worked to provide a
general theoretical framework for understanding the dynamics of capitalism but criticized the
political economists for their naive understanding of how the market produced -class
antagonism. The general theory of economic development Marx proposed placed class at the
centre of analysis and posited the inevitable decline of capitalism to be replaced by socialism.
Marx did not champion the idea of the mutual constitution of state and economy but, rather,
saw the political structure of a society as growing out of, legitimating, and obscuring the
exploitation upon which an economic order is based.

Although Marxist historical materialism was a powerful strain of economic sociology, the
German sociologist Max Weber developed another distinct strand. Weber disliked both the
overly rigid theoretical framework of Marxist historical materialism and the atheoretical just-so
studies of his German historicist predecessors. Weber’s work refocused analysis on the
institutions that condition the motivations, goals, and possibilities for economic action ignored
by Marx, and, as such, Weber’s concern with the state was much deeper than was Marx’s.
Weber’s focus on “social action,” or action oriented toward another person, made him consider
power, belief, habit, and the role that organizations play in economic life as central to his
economic sociology. Weber emphasized that the political order was linked with the legal order
that provided the basis for the economic order in a given society. Although Weber had a
more nuanced understanding of the relationship between state and economy than Marx did, his
concern with how institutions condition the meanings that individuals attach to economic action
obscured the ways in which economic and political institutions are systemically linked at a level
above the individual.

Emile Durkheim was not explicitly concerned with economies in most of his writings, but
his positivist institutionalism forced him to consider the relationships between the state and the
economy. Durkheim criticized the utilitarian vision of human action and placed a much greater
emphasis on the institutional preconditions of market-oriented action. Durkheim went through
great pains to show that the division of labour is not the result of individually based action but,
rather, a precondition for such action. Durkheim was especially concerned with the negative
effects of capitalism arising from the lack of development of the proper institutional structure,
especially the state, which he thought was needed to support healthy market exchange.
Durkheim saw an underdeveloped state as likely resulting in compulsory labour and labour
conflict, as well as anomie and social disintegration.

Economic sociology experienced a remarkable revival in the 1980s. The flurry of articles
in the subfield formed what is now called the new economic sociology. This term was coined by
the economic sociologist Mark Granovetter, who emphasized the embeddedness of economic
action in concrete social relations. Granovetter contended that institutions are actually
congealed social networks, and, because economic action takes place within these networks,
social scientists must consider interpersonal relationships when studying the economy. Markets
themselves were studied as networks of producers watching each other and trying to carve
out niches. Such network perspectives explicitly account for interrelationships, theorizing about
the implications of network structures for economic activity and organization. Although
networks have been at the core of new economic sociology, other economic sociologists
criticized network analysis for its inability to account for the interactions of economies with
politics and culture.

Other economic sociologists began to examine cultural strains in economic action,
regulation, and organization. Sociologists have seen culture as an important component of
economic life since Weber, and this point of view gained greater currency. Culture becomes
important to economic activity through frames, categories, scripts, and concepts as well as
norms, values, and routinized practice. For instance, one researcher examined how children
were once regarded as providing the family with a certain economic value but increasingly
became seen as without fiscal benefit, and she also examined how money is defined and
categorized socially. Another researcher examined the ways in which prior political institutions

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shaped the structure of the railroad industry in the United States, France, and Britain.

Since Polanyi, economic sociologists have contended that the birth of the free
market was an institutional transformation necessarily supported by the state. This became
generally accepted and led to the idea that development is essentially about institutional change.
Although this is generally accepted, it leads policy makers in a variety of directions. Economic
sociologists, however, generally point to the impact that the relationship between local private
elites and the political elites in the state has on economic development. The interconnection of
the state and the economy does not mean that the state’s role is simply to destroy local
institutional structures, which may be perceived as a hindrance to growth, in favour of free
market structures. Instead, economic sociologists pointed to the importance of “embedded
autonomy.” The idea is that to provide an institutional environment in which economic
growth can occur, the state must be connected to local private elites while remaining
independent from them in important respects. This allows the state to make public investments
that are generally beneficial and to encourage local investment and entrepreneurship while
avoiding being captured by local interests. The ability of states to remain simultaneously
connected to and distanced from local elites is facilitated by a dedicated, meritocratic civil
service reaping long-term rewards equal to those found in the private sector. Although related to
development, the work done by economic sociologists on market transition constitutes its own
distinct field of inquiry. Despite this separation, the conclusions drawn are strikingly similar.
Disregard for local institutions and the imposition of market structures with the simultaneous
hamstringing of state regulatory capacity results in predatory capitalism of one sort or another.

Structuration theory, concept in sociology that offers perspectives on human
behaviour based on a synthesis of structure and agency effects known as the “duality of
structure.” Instead of describing the capacity of human action as being constrained by powerful
stable societal structures (such as educational, religious, or political institutions) or as a function
of the individual expression of will (i.e., agency), structuration theory acknowledges the
interaction of meaning, standards and values, and power and posits a dynamic relationship
between these different facets of society.
Theories of structure and agencyThe nexus of structure and agency has been a central
tenet in the field of sociology since its inception. Theories that argue for the preeminence of
structure (also called the objectivist view in this context) resolve that the behaviour of
individuals is largely determined by their socialization into that structure (such as conforming to
a society’s expectations with respect to gender or social class). Structures operate at varying
levels, with the research lens focused at the level appropriate to the question at hand. At its
highest level, society can be thought to consist of mass socioeconomic stratifications (such as
through distinct social classes). On a mid-range scale, institutions and social networks (such as
religious or familial structures) might form the focus of study, and at the microscale one might
consider how community or professional norms constrain agency. Structuralists describe the
effect of structure in contrasting ways. French social scientist Emile Durkheim highlighted the
positive role of stability and permanence, whereas philosopher Karl Marx described structures
as protecting the few, doing little to meet the needs of the many.In contrast, proponents of
agency theory (also called the subjective view in this context) consider that individuals possess
the ability to exercise their own free will and make their own choices. Here, social structures are
viewed as products of individual action that are sustained or discarded, rather than as
incommensurable forces.

Giddens’s theory. Sociologists have questioned the polarized nature of the structure-agency
debate, highlighting the synthesis of these two influences on human behaviour. A prominent
scholar in this respect is British sociologist Anthony Giddens, who developed the concept of
structuration. Giddens argues that just as an individual’s autonomy is influenced by structure,
structures are maintained and adapted through the exercise of agency. The interface at which an
actor meets a structure is termed “structuration.”

Thus, structuration theory attempts to understand human social behaviour by resolving the
competing views of structure-agency and macro-micro perspectives. This is achieved by
studying the processes that take place at the interface between the actor and the structure.
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Structuration theory takes the position that social action cannot be fully explained by the
structure or agency theories alone. Instead, it recognizes that actors operate within

the context of rules produced by social structures, and only by acting in a compliant manner are
these structures reinforced. As a result, social structures have no inherent stability outside
human action because they are socially constructed. Alternatively, through the exercise of
reflexivity, agents modify social structures by acting outside the constraints the structures place
on them.

Giddens’s framework of structure differs from that in the classic theory. He proposes three kinds
of structure in a social system. The first is signification, where meaning is coded in the practice
of language and discourse. The second is legitimation, consisting of the normative perspectives
embedded as societal norms and values. Giddens’s final structural element is domination,
concerned with how power is applied, particularly in the control of resources.

The word humanitas, although not the substance of its component disciplines, dropped out of
common use in the later Middle Ages but underwent a flowering and a transformation in
the Renaissance. The term studia humanitatis (“studies of humanity”) was used by 15th-century
Italian humanists to denote secular literary and scholarly activities
(in grammar, rhetoric, poetry, history, moral philosophy, and ancient Greek and Latin studies)
that the humanists thought to be essentially humane and Classical studies rather than divine
ones. In the 18th century, Denis Diderot and the French Encyclopédistes censured studia
humanitatis for what they claimed had by then become its dry, exclusive concentration on Latin
and Greek texts and language. By the 19th century, when the purview of the humanities
expanded, the humanities had begun to take their identity not so much from their separation
from the realm of the divine as from their exclusion of the material and methods of the maturing
physical sciences, which tended to examine the world and its phenomena objectively, without
reference to human meaning and purpose.

Contemporary conceptions of the humanities resemble earlier conceptions in that they propose
a complete educational program based on the propagation of a self-sufficient system of human
values. But they differ in that they also propose to distinguish the humanities from the social
sciences as well as from the physical sciences, and in that they dispute among themselves as to
whether an emphasis on the subject matter or on the methods of the humanities is most
effectual in accomplishing this distinction. In the late 19th century the German
philosopher Wilhelm Dilthey called the humanities “the spiritual sciences” and “the human
sciences” and described them, simply, as those areas of knowledge that lay outside of, and
beyond, the subject matter of the physical sciences. On the other hand, Heinrich Rickert, an
early 20th-century Neo-Kantian, argued that it is not subject matter but method of investigation
that best characterizes the humanities; Rickert contended that whereas the physical sciences
aim to move from particular instances to general laws, the human sciences are “idiographic”—
they are devoted to the unique value of the particular within its cultural and human contexts and
do not seek general laws. In the late 20th and early 21st centuries the American
philosopher Martha Nussbaum emphasized the crucial importance of education in the
humanities for maintaining a healthy democracy, for fostering a deeper understanding of
human concerns and values, and for enabling students to rise above parochial perspectives and
“the bondage of habit and custom” to become genuine citizens of the world.

Social Darwinism, the theory that human groups and races are subject to the same laws

of natural selection as Charles Darwin perceived in plants and animals in nature. According to
the theory, which was popular in the late 19th and early 20th centuries, the weak were
diminished and their cultures delimited while the strong grew in power and cultural influence
over the weak. Social Darwinists held that the life of humans in society was a struggle for
existence ruled by “survival of the fittest,” a phrase proposed by the British philosopher and
scientist Herbert Spencer.

The social Darwinists—notably Spencer and Walter Bagehot in England and William Graham
Sumner in the United States—believed that the process of natural selection acting on variations

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in the population would result in the survival of the best competitors and in continuing
improvement in the population. Societies were viewed as organisms that evolve in this manner.

The theory was used to support laissez-faire capitalism and
political conservatism. Class stratification was justified on the basis of “natural” inequalities
among individuals, for the control of property was said to be a correlate of superior and inherent
moral attributes such as industriousness, temperance, and frugality. Attempts to reform society
through state intervention or other means would, therefore, interfere with natural processes;
unrestricted competition and defense of the status quo were in accord with biological selection.
The poor were the “unfit” and should not be aided; in the struggle for existence, wealth was a
sign of success. At the societal level, social Darwinism was used as a philosophical
rationalization for imperialist, colonialist, and racist policies, sustaining belief in Anglo-
Saxon or Aryan cultural and biological superiority.

Social Darwinism declined during the 20th century as an expanded knowledge of biological,
social, and cultural phenomena undermined, rather than supported, its basic tenets.
