TEXT1

The connection charge, which may not exceed the cost to the municipality of
constructing the water and sewerage installation, frequently covers the cost of the
local network. The cost of main distribution networks, purification plants, and so
on and running costs, on the other hand, are financed out of the user charge. The
connection charge is often based on the following parameters:

(a) a basic charge that is the same for all properties

(b) a charge for the dwelling unit and

(c) a charge per square meter of plot area.

The user charge is generally based on (a) an annual basic charge per proper-
ty unit and (b) a variable charge relating to the quantity of water sup-
plied/consumed. It should be emphasized that the water and sewerage charge has to
be computed with reference to the costs of the entire management area, and not just
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those occurring in the development area concerned.

This means that connection charges for a new development can either ex-
ceed or fall short of the cost of the local network for the area. In this respect, then,
water and sewerage charges differ from charges for street construction costs, which
are based on the facilities constructed in the development area. The structure of the
water and sewerage charge is determined by the municipality every year. The mu-
nicipality is entitled to levy a connection charge when the water and sewerage in-
stallation is completed and the property owner has been notified that the property
can be connected to it.

TEXT 2

There is bound to be conflict over land use. The demands for arable land,
grazing, forestry, wildlife, tourism and urban development are greater than the land
resources available. In the developing countries, these demands become more
pressing every year. The population dependent on the land for food, fuel and em-
ployment will double within the next 25 to 50 years. Even where land is still plen-
tiful, many people may have inadequate access to land or to the benefits from its
use. In the face of scarcity, the degradation of farmland, forest or water resources
may be clear for all to see but individual land user slacks the incentive or resources
to stop it.

Land-use planning is the systematic assessment of land and water potential,
alternatives for land use and economic and social conditions in order to select and
adopt the best land-use options. Its purpose is to select and put into practice those
land uses that will best meet the needs of the people while safeguarding resources
for the future. The driving force in planning is the need for change, the need for
improved management or the need for a quite different pattern of land use dictated
by changing circumstances.
